Micah and Matthew

Micah wrote during the eighth century BC. In 
Jewish history this would have been during the 
reigns of King Jotham, Ahaz, and Hezekiah (Micah 
1:1) World history reveals that this was during the 
Assyrian Empire. 

Matthew gives no specific date in the text, but is 
believed to have been written prior to 80AD. This 
would have been during the Roman Empire. 



Kings bring gifts and bow

“The kings of Sheba and 
Seba will present him 
gifts.

Psalms 72 was written by Solomon. He 
reigned as the King of Israel for 40 years 
during the 10th century BC. 

Again, Matthew is believed to have been 
written prior to 80AD, during the Roman 
Empire.

Zechariah lived during the reign of King Darius of 
the Persian Empire (Zechariah 1:1)

This would have been during the Roman Empire.

Numbers, Psalms, and John

Numbers, the fourth book of the Torah ,is believed to have 
been written by Moses during the 15th century BC. World 
history places this during the 18th, and most powerful 
dynasty, of the Egyptian Empire.

Psalms 34 – written by King David

John – The fourth of the Gospels, and the last one written. It 
is believed to have been written late in John’s life, app. 85-
95AD. This was during the Roman Empire.
